Emirates (UAE), Al Jazeera
Al Hamra Heritage Village
provides its visitors
- with a deeply resonant
connection to the legacy
of pearl diving and
Emirati cultural heritage.

The immediate surroundings
have been occupied since
the Neolithic Era, with the
location being the ideal
convergence between the
desert, mountains, and
coastline. The settlement
of Al Jazeera Al Hamra
was established in the 17th
century by the Za’ab tribe
within the lands of the Al
Qasimi ruling dynasty of Ras
Al Khaimah. It was named
“The Red Island’ to reflect
the rich color of the sands
of the tidal island that the
settlement was based on. In
fact, the village remained
an island surrounded by a
shallow lagoon/marshland
(sabkha) until the late 1970s
when it was infilled and
connected to the mainland.

The prosperous coastal
settlement thrived for
hundreds of years through
its pearl diving, fishing,
boat building, and date
farming businesses in the
oasis of Khatt and Fahlain.
By the early 20th century,
the village boasted around
500 houses and between
2,500-3,000 residents.
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Six restored houses sit behmd the fort
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Showcasing traditional living in Al Jazeera Al Hamra
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Include summer/winter h()uses wells, kltchens, and a mabdasa
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One features arched niches from old wind catchers
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Round watchtower is the fort’s oldest part
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Rcctangulal tower offers views of the old town
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Central courtyard once sheltered people and animals
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Mosque built in the 1960s atop an earlier platform
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Features a mihrab and built-in minbar to maximize prayer space
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Southern wall includes remains of a two-story older mosque
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Areesh roof and walls offered shade and natural ventilation
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Large house once belonged to a pearl diving captain
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Shows traditional architecture of Al Jazeera Al Hamra
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Includes.a rare two-story summer house with outdoor stairs
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Also features two winter houses and a majlis by the entrance
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Home of Al Jazeera Al H(\mras top pearl trader
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Located near the Large Mosque and seashore
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Features a two- stor& bLuldmg with an upper majlis
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Majlis has decorated screens for breeze and shade
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Former home of Jazeera Al Hamras main trader
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Features four wind towers.around a central courtyard
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Built from coral, beach rock, and later sand bricks

Mosque named after Aisha Bint Abeed Al Samikh Al Zaabi
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Rebuilt in the 1950s by Aisha Bint Abeed Al Samikh
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Features a minaret inspired by Al Ahsa architecture
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Excavations revealed older mosque phases and a nearby
destroyed watchtower
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The Souq was a key trade hub until mid-1900s
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Was used to sell local dates, fish, and imported silk and
perfumes
